The hurts I had taken on
from church and family situations be-
came less important and addressing
the need for those individuals to know
forgiveness and the power to change
took priority.

I often wonder what a seeking or
brand new Christian experiences
when they are around us? When min-
istering to those who are incarcerated,
talking about forgiveness and the
power to change is paramount and
obvious. We are more apt to explore
these areas and operate in humility
when we are in need. Sometimes we
are more likely to extend understand-
ing and forgiveness to those we min-
ister to (criminals or not) than offer it
to other brothers and sisters in Christ.
We may need to determine if our atti-
tude mimics a Pharisee’s, but then
take note; what a difference when for-
giveness is present!

How precious is the for-
giveness, power to change and love
that Christ bought with His life death
and resurrection. How grateful I am
that He extends it to us daily when we
need and ask for it. May we and the
individuals we encounter understand
and receive this as n -
our foundational
belief.
