 Waiting is hard. Noah waited for rain and 
then had to rebuild his entire life. Abraham waited 
for a son. Joseph waited from his birth for ac-
ceptance from his brothers, from the time he was 17 
until he was reunited with his family and to be able 
to be with and provide for them. David  waited from 
the time he was anointed to be King until he was 
and that was fraught with conflict. Daniel waited in 
captivity through at least three kings.  The Messiah 
was promised thousands of years before Christ 
came. Israel waited for their savior and we wait for 
Christ’s return.   

 Within the larger context of waiting here are 
examples of individuals who waited. The   people 
waited for Zechariah wondering at his delay in the 
temple. (Luke 1) Simeon & Anna waited for the 
consolation and redemption of Israel (Luke 2)   

 What do we do while we are waiting? Many 
in Israel turned to other gods, Daniel served the 
kings while he was in captivity, was one who used 
the time to “learn (ed) from reading the Word of the 
LORD” (Daniel 9:2b).

 The thoughts about waiting at the beginning of this 
article were taken from a message Janet Collage presented 
at New Harmony Care Center. She read a poem which was    
revised from the Night Before Christmas about us waiting 
for the LORD to return and started out the night before   
Jesus came. It presented the idea of someone who was not 
ready for His return because he and his family neglected to 
spend time in prayer and cultivating the relationship with 
God. The TV and other activities and relationships kept 
them from pursuing this and when the LORD returned At 
the point in the poem about Santa appearing, the line about 
Jesus coming went like this.
